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Call for Immediate Implementation of the IUCN Resolution for Dugong Conservation

To:Mr. President Barack Obama;

Since the 3rd 1UON Congress in 2004, international efforts towards the conservation of the endangered dugong have been
accelerated. The establistment of the Memorandum of Understanding on the Conservation and Management of Dugongs and their
Hebitats throughout their Range Mol) in 2007, spearheaded by the Thai and Australian goverrments under the Convention of
Migratory Species (OMS), epitamizes these efforts. All range countries including Japan are encouraged to participate in
the MoU.

Furthermore, in 2008, the US federal district court ruled that the US govermment has violated the US National Historical
Preservation Act (\HPA) Section 402 in plaming to construct a US Marine Corps facility in the northern most
dugong®wi2019s habitat in Okinawa, Japan. The court ordered the US goverrment to camply with the NHPA Section 402 for the
purpose of avoiding or mitigating adverse effects to the dugong. Proper envirormental impact assessment EIA) by both US
and Japanese goverrments is recuired to insure the survival and conservation of the dugong.

The motion “Pramotion of Dugong during the N 2010 International Year for Biodiversity” (CGRA.MOT027) forwarded to the 4%
UGN Congress urges the Japanese goverrment to participate in the MoU and for both the US and Japanese goverrment to
conduct together EIA before the construction of the US Marine Corps facility in the dugong’s habitat with a view to
Envirormental conservation and wild animal protection

The 4th IUCN Congress adopted the motion on October, 14 2008. The motion won lopsided endorsement fram the |UCN menbers.
